Course Title:  M190/Math Anxiety
Participants: one section
Course-Level SLOs assessed this semester:

1.  Student will demonstrate knowledge of methods for arresting and managing math test anxiety and math anxiety.

2. Student will demonstrate knowledge of effective math study skills and test taking techniques.

Method of Assessment:

All the M190 SLOs are assessed with homework, projects, class discussion/activities, and an end-of-the-semester survey.  The one section of M190 in Fall 2010 participated.  The data was analyzed, and is summarized below.  These summaries are presented to the division as a whole.
Analysis of Assessment:  
SLO 1:  All students completed homework assignments designed to help them arrest and manage math test anxiety and general math anxiety.  A summary of the end-of-the-semester survey indicated that students felt that they gained the study skills and coping mechanisms to deal with their math anxiety.  They also indicated that they had a new, positive attitude toward math, and that they were much more confident about their ability to succeed in a future math course.
SLO2:  All students completed homework assignments designed to help them learn new techniques for reading a math text, taking notes in class, and taking math exams.  Their end-of-the-semester survey indicated that they felt confident that they could now succeed in future math classes.
Plan:  

The division discussed the results at one of our monthly meetings.  The course seems to be running smoothly.  Students found that the math anxiety diary, due at the end of the semester, was particularly useful to them.  The also found the video of Cheryl Ooten’s talk on math anxiety a good summary of the course.  They also found the 2 texts very useful  (one on math anxiety, the other on math study skills) very useful.  The course will continue to be offered the last 8 weeks of each semester.  Historically, there has never been demand for more than one section of the class.
