Course-Level SLOs assessed this semester:

#1 Student will solve equations and inequalities (linear, absolute value, rational, radical, systems).
Method of Assessment:

All sections of M219 were assessed with a common question on each module exam.
Analysis of Assessment:  
SLO1:  Solving equations and inequalities were tested in several problems throughout the semester: problem #7 on module exam covering Ch. 1-3; problem #4 on the module exam covering Ch. 1-5 and problem #17 on the module exam covering Ch. 1-7.   A very clear pattern arose from the data collected:  on the first module exam the average score was 1.8 out of 3 points; on the second module exam the average score was 2.4 out of 3 points; and by the time students took the third module, the average score was 3 out of 3.  This shows how much confidence and knowledge students are gaining by participating in this process.   The repetition of material is really contributing to the mastery of the material.  Allowing students multiple attempts is also a huge contributing factor.

Plan:  

The Math Division will look at this trend for another semester and see if there are any changes.  This has brought up discussion in applying these methods to other classes, not just the self-paced program.

We will continue assessing M219 during the fall and spring semesters.
