Course-Level SLOs assessed this semester:

#3 Students will graph various functions and relations (linear, quadratic, exponential, logarithmic, conic sections).
Method of Assessment:

All sections of M220 were assessed with a common question on each module exam.
Analysis of Assessment:  
SLO3:  Graphing various functions and relations were tested in several problems throughout the semester: problem #12 on the module covering ch. 1-9 and problem #13 on the module exam covering ch. 1-11.  Many of the students in this class have previously taken self-paced courses and so the trend continues.  Students score an average of 2.5 (out of 3) on the first module in this class and a 3 (out of 3) on the second module. This shows how much confidence and knowledge students are gaining by participating in this process.   The repetition of material is really contributing to the mastery of the material.  Allowing students multiple attempts is also a huge contributing factor.  We have also looked at the success rate in the next course and it has shown that students entering statistics from Math 220 succeed at a higher rate than students entering statistics from a lecture course.

Plan:  

The Math Division will look at this trend for another semester and see if there are any changes.  This has brought up discussion in applying these methods to other classes, not just the self-paced program. 

We will continue assessing M220 during the fall and spring semesters.
