	· Note For 101 level (or 115) in all foreign languages that offer a complete program of language study
	The 101 course, or 115 course, in all foreign languages that offer a complete program of language study is the beginning of the 101/ 102/ 103 series, or 115/116 series.  In Foreign Language we designate a “program” as a series of sequenced courses which complete the instruction of the language’s grammar in the 103 level, and the capstone class is the 104 level course of the program.  In Armenian, the program is the 115/116 series and will in the future include Armenian 103 and 104 to complete the 101 and 102 courses already offered in the Armenian program.   Assessments from the 101 level courses (or 115) are considered very important for the program level and for program assessments which assess the needs of a particular language whose grammar is completed in 103.  Assessments at the 101 (115) course level are also  important for program level assessments because many sections tend to be offered annually, many students are served, and most students tend to take a 101 (or 115) level course and do not complete the whole program of language study (through 104). 
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
