COURSE-LEVEL SLO(s) ASSESSED THIS SEMESTER:

1. Identify methods of overcoming stage fright
2. Demonstrate and memorize the content of a scripted drama into a physical performance

3. Recognize the basic tenants of the art of acting

METHODS OF ASSESSMENT:  SLO’s 1 and 2 were assessed through a final showcase project in which both Jeanette Farr and Melissa Randel attended.
SLO #3 was assessed through a survey/questionnaire that was administered at both the beginning and end of the semester.

ANALYSIS OF ASSESSMENT: What do these results tell you about your students' achievements on the targeted SLO(s)? 
SLO #1 – 75% of students achieved an overcoming of stage fright and had a stage presence when showcase was performed. Although there is always some indication of stage fright, the students indicated the tools needed to properly warm up and indicate both vocal and physical control. When surveyed, there was an increase in confidence and stage presence (10 rated “agree” or “strongly agree” that they had confidence in getting up in front of others.

SLO #2 – No students were “on book” or had scripts in their hands for the final showcase. Although there was some variance in the level of memorization and demonstration (some did scenes, others monologues and lines) each had an opportunity to achieve and be successful in this area. 

SLO #3 – There was a 100% increase in the students who remained enrolled in the course of reading a play by the end of the semester. At the beginning, only 33% of students read a play prior to enrolling in the course.

The showcase had value, and the department is evaluating whether or not to make this a regular component of the course and season.
