COURSE-LEVEL SLO(s) ASSESSED THIS SEMESTER:

1.  Critical thinking – analysis of cultural importance

(2.)  Recognition of cultural objects

(3.)  Use of appropriate art historical terms

METHODS OF ASSESSMENT:  Essay assignment asking for analysis of the most important cultural contribution studied over the semester to be justified with at least 3 examples of artwork.

ANALYSIS OF ASSESSMENT: What do these results tell you about your students' achievements on the targeted SLO(s)?   Students continue to do well on this assignment since we began using this paradigm in 2007.  Approximately 75% of students make one of three designated choices.  15% choose an event on the second tier level.  The remainder choose either an inappropriate topic or one that goes above and beyond what is asked.  For the low end students, their attendance, participation and test scores all show that the student’s work has been insubstantial over the semester.

The results for the online class for Art 102 are significantly higher, with approximately 85% of students scoring in the top tier.  This assessment is done every semester the online course is taught and results have been consistent since Fall 2008.  However, factoring into this result is the fact that students who are not doing well, drop the course at an early date or do not complete the course.
