COURSE-LEVEL SLO(s) ASSESSED THIS SEMESTER:

1.  Critical thinking by the analysis of cultural analysis of the important and current trends in Feminist Art History.
METHODS OF ASSESSMENT:  A test was given at the end of the semester in which students were asked to construct a dialog between different artists and thinkers regarding practices of feminist art history and the significance of particular participants.
ANALYSIS OF ASSESSMENT:  A similar test was given at mid-term.  The results at mid-term were terrible (12% pass rate, 78% fail rate).  After stressing the importance of class attendance, participation, reading, taking good notes, studying, and a significant review of the material before the SLO exam, the results for the SLO exam were significantly improved.  Results were as follows:  75% of students achieved passing grades with ½ of the 75% in the A range.  25% of students received grades of D or F.  Many of the students in this course were entering Freshmen and did not have significant preparation for college level work.  After basic instruction in note taking, taking notes while reading and the importance of class participation and attendance, performance rose dramatically.

The next time this course is offered I would advise that instructions be given earlier in the semester on note taking, reading and participation.  Moreover, other testing measures should be employed at the earliest possible point in the semester in order to recognize performance shortcomings.
