Students performed surprisingly well with the fraction and very well with simple algebraic equations. Students have a little more trouble with percentage applications.

We are transitioning all sections to MyMathLab software, which we anticipate will increase student success. Math 155 instructors will be encouraged to give extra attention to percentage word problems.
