Students will demonstrate the ability to solve applications using derivatives.

METHODS OF ASSESSMENT:

One shared problem for the SLO assessed given on the final exams for the Math 103 class of each participating instructor.

ANALYSIS OF ASSESSMENT: What do these results tell you about your students' achievements on the targeted SLO(s)? 

A total of 122 students participated in this assessment.  On average, the students earned 68.5% of the available points, which is somewhat better than the results from the previous assessment of the same topic from Fall 2010.  These are reasonably good results for this material.  In each individual class, a majority of the students earned more than half the maximum possible points.  
PLAN: Indicate if your assessment results reveal a need for course or program improvement in order to improve student achievement, and what plans your department will make to do so.

All four classes showed reasonably good success on the assigned question, and improvement was shown from the previous assessment on the same material.  While there was still room for further improvement, and the previously recommended actions should be continued, it was determined that in future classes, a different SLO should probably be assessed.
