•
The project will make a significant impact on the college

•
The project is consistent with the college’s Education Master Plan (www.glendale.edu has more details on the Master Plan) 

•
If matching funds have been identified, they have already been awarded

•
Other funding sources are not available 

AMOUNT AND TERMS OF THE AWARD

The grants awarded will be $5,000 and above.  The total amount of dollars to be awarded is tied into our fundraising success.

APPLICATION PROCESS

All grants to be submitted by May 24. 

•
The Foundation Grant Review Committee will meet over the summer and make their final determination by July 31.

All successful applicants will be notified by early August.
