APPROVAL OF MINUTES – October 25, 2012

MSC Schlueter/Krannig. All in favor, no one opposed.
1. Guest Speaker Mary mirch
	· Assessments are NOT an option. The college cannot “piece meal” information from assessments. ELumen did not work but the new database program will help show accreditation that we are making efforts to improve the colleges system of assessing SLO/PLO/ILO’s.
· Mirch mentioned the possibility of Administrative re-assignments and responsibilities helping to help meet the deadlines associated with SLO’s.

· Schulten raised the question regarding a full-time SLO Coordinator but Mirch said this is not possible. There is an 80% release time position that may become available and will merge Planning/Accreditation/ Program Review. 
· Mirch reported the midterm report is due March 15, 2013 and percentages will be combined with the report. 
· There is a need to recognize that course objectives and SLO’s should be related.

· Mirch informed committee that all assessments should be on the NEW SLO/PLO form including any old assessments that need to be submitted.

· Mirch explained that “plans” do not count and cycles are important to the mid-term report. SLO assessments are the evidence and being proficient in this area is important to the college.

· Mirch and Ybarra mentioned that the goal of completed assessments is 80% by March 15th. Classes not offered in Fall are not expected to have new assessments. Currently the college is at 68.5%.

· All courses not assessed need to turn in an assessment by January 14, 2013.

2. Revision of slo/plo and Faculty handbook
	· Kretzman proposed revising SLO’s now and tie them to PLO’s. Division’s that have not completed a PLO assessment can use a SLO has been assessed. Ybarra encouraged revisions because the change of SLO’s follows the natural progression of learning outcomes. 
· The possibility of technical changes goes to C&I (regarding SLO’s).
· Jazan had an idea of holding a staff development during Institute Day to link course objectives and SLO’s, the evidence Mirch had brought up earlier.
· Incorporating SLO’s and assessments into the faculty handbook as part of Faculty Responsibilities. SLO assessments should be a part of what faculty already do in classes.

	· Stipends for SLO/PLO spreadsheet will be in December Board Report.
· Schlueter recommended creating an email system for SLO’s so instructors or division chairs are only sending the assessments to one place (see outcome).
· Ybarra’s goal is to create a handbook for faculty to follow. She would like to have it ready by spring semester.

· Ybarra confirmed that assessing more than one SLO at a time is best especially given the three year assessment cycle.
