Step 1

Step 2

Contact Glendale Community College Counselor Lydia Basmajian at (818) 240-1000 Ext. 5918 or lbasmaji@glendale.edu to schedule an appointment to review & submit your application packet. You are strongly encouraged to submit your application immediately because class fills quickly.

Candidates that are accepted into the program will be notified via U.S. mail within 2 weeks of acceptance of the application packet. Acceptance may be conditional on completion of additional classes if recommended by GCC Counselor or VFA Staff. i.e. EMT, CPAT, Fire Classes, etc.
