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PROBATION  
 
Academic Probation  
 
A student will be placed on academic probation if the student’s cumulative grade-point 
average for all semester units attempted at Glendale Community College is less than 
2.0.  
 
Progress Probation 
 
A student who has enrolled in a cumulative total of at least twelve (12) semester units at 
Glendale Community College shall be placed on progress probation if the percentage of 
all units in which a student has enrolled for which grades of “W”, “I” and “NP/NC” are 
recorded reaches or exceeds fifty percent (50%).   
 
Notification of Probation 
 
Each student will be notified of his/her academic/progress probation status and the 
availability of College support services at the end of the semester in which academic or 
progress probation is noted.  
 
Removal of Probation 
 
A student on academic probation shall be removed from probation when the student’s 
accumulated grade point average is 2.0 or higher.  A student on progress probation 
shall be removed from probation when the percentage of semester units in the 
categories of “W”, “I” and “NP/NC” drops below fifty percent.
