Accreditation Report

Jill Lewis reported from the accreditation workshop on Distance Education and CTE and discussed the changes the commission considers substantive.

Distance Education Program, Mission Statement, and Plan

Mike Scott discussed the Distance Education Program, mission statement, committee, and the five-year plan reviewed and approved by the Senate and asked the academic affairs committee to support them. The committee members discussed the issue in depth and made some comments. MSC (Dulay/Rubke) that the Academic Affairs committee approves the Distance Education Program, mission statement, Committee, and five-year plan as a living document with understanding that each goal may be reviewed and modified by the Academic Affairs Committee from year to year. Two nay, two abstentions.
Winter 2012

It was discussed that since the final determination on winter 2012 is not clear for students, a press release or other form of communication be sent out to formally announce the winter 2012 offerings. Dr. Bruno will take this to Dr. Mirch to follow up.

Course Repetition 
Kathy Holmes referred to an article in the Senate rostrum issued in September stating a change in the regulation on repeatability of courses that becomes effective October 12, 2011, whereby classes are only eligible for apportionment for three times including “W’s” and asked how this change would be publicized to the students.

Dr. Perez said that there is an administrative regulation on course repetition and withdrawal and it has been submitted for the Senate for review.

It was suggested that this issue be further discussed by the Student Affairs Committee.

New AA/AS Degrees

Gregg Perkins referred to the new AA/AS degrees that have recently been approved by the Chancellor’s office and requested for more information. Dave Mack said that he would present a list of courses required for these degrees at the next academic information meeting. It was also clarified that students can petition for these degrees after they are approved by the Chancellor’s office even if they are not in the catalog yet.
