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Abstract:
In the face of aging water infrastructure and the on-going drought, the need to update to sustainable solutions has become paramount. In response, state agencies, regional water quality boards, and water agencies are embarking on various policies to secure reliable water, protect water quality, and increase conservation. In Los Angeles County, cities are forging new partnerships to collect and capture storm water runoff. Many of these partnerships are a result of a storm water permit, passed by the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Board, to ensure the clean reuse of storm water. Ms. Mehranian will detail her experience serving on the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Board and working with municipalities throughout the region to create projects that respond to this changing policy landscape.
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
