What to do if interested in transferring to credit classes/attending the main campus:
STEP 1 > SUBMIT APPLICATION FOR ADMISSION
· Complete and submit an application for admission online at www.glendale.edu or at the Admissions and Records Office (first floor, Administration Bldg.).  
· You will receive:

a. Your student I.D. number
b.  A permit to register
STEP 2 > COMPLETE ASSESSMENT
· Go to the San Fernando Complex (SF 112) where you will be assigned a counselor and complete an Assessment Self-Referral Form.  You will usually be able to take the English and math computerized assessments immediately. ESL placement requires an appointment, 818 240 1000, ext. 5329.
STEP 3 > ORIENTATION
· Complete one of the following college orientations:

a. Computerized orientation, Assessment Center (SF 112)

b. Orientation workshop (scheduled through Academic Counseling on 2nd floor of San Rafael building).

c. Enroll in a Student Development class.

d. Online orientation at www.glendale.edu
STEP 4 > MEET WITH A COUNSELOR

· Make an appointment to meet with a counselor, 818-240- 1000, ext 5198.
· Bring your assessment test results, CLEP or advanced placement exam scores, your high school transcripts, and any college transcripts to help select classes.
STEP 5 > REGISTER FOR CLASSES
· Register for classes using the STARS telephone and/or WebReg registration systems.

Establishing California Residency for Fee Payment Purposes
· Nonresident tuition is a mandatory fee of $181 per semester unit (plus the enrollment fee of $26 per unit) for students who are residents of other states, who are foreign nationals or who have taken legal residence in California for less than on year.

· In order to be classified as a resident for tuition purposes, a student must provide evidence of one year’s physical presence in California prior to the residence determination date; evidence of one year’s intent to make California a home for other than a temporary purpose; and, for any student seeking reclassification from nonresident to resident status, evidence of independence from parents who are not residents of California.

· Need to be a resident of California for one year and one day.

· Very important to show proof of residency, not only how long you have lived here, but also how long you have intended to make California your residency.

Examples:

· California Driver’s License or California I.D.

· Computer-generated utility bills that show your name, place, date, and address
· California bank accounts (checking and/or savings)
· Rental agreement with your name on it
· Ownership of residential property
· Paycheck stubs from place of employment with name and address of business and name of employee.

· Club membership

Reasons to attend a community college:

· To obtain a Vocational Certificate/s (24 units or more)

· To obtain an Associate in Arts (A.A.) or Associate in Science (A.S.) degree (typically 60 units and takes two years if full time)

· To transfer to a four-year university, for example:
· Cal State University

· Northridge

· University of California

· Santa Barbara

· University of Southern California
· For personal or vocational development
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
