
Download Your Turnitin
Course Papers & Add Them 

to VeriCite



Go to your Turnitin course. We recommend that you use Chrome browser for best results.



Click on “View”



Check the “select all” option box and then click on the “Download” button.



Select the “Original File as PDF” option



Click the “OK” button.



You will see this message. Click on “Messages” in the top menu bar. 



Click on the course name link.



Click on the file link.



Click on “Save File” and “OK”.



It will be a zip file named “turnitin_original_bulk_download”. Please note: you do NOT want to open this zip file!



It will look like this.



You have the Turnitin course files downloaded for the class! Yay! You can repeat this process for each class that you want to 
move. Now, to add the (unopened) zip file to the Turnitin paper storage site in GCC SharePoint for transfer to VeriCite.



At the bottom of the main GCC website page, click “Faculty & Staff”.



Click the SharePoint icon.

Click on the “+ new document” link. Please note: Unless you are using Windows Explorer, DO NOT drag your zip file 
in here (it will try to open).



Click “Browse” to go find your zip file. Follow the prompts to add it here and “OK” it. 



You can see the file you selected in tiny grey print here. Click “OK”.



Your zip file will appear here. You would repeat this process for each Turnitin class paper zip file that you want to 
move to the new Canvas/VeriCite environment. You are done! Bravo!
