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ABSE 20 is designed to strengthen basic arithmetic skills in students preparing to take Basic Algebra, Basic Statistics, or any course using basic arithmetic applications. The course focuses on using fractions, decimals, and percentages in all operations.

Algebra Review Course
ABSE 121 provides students with a review of reasoning and modeling algebraically. Areas presented in this class include integers, scientific notation, linear functions and equations, graphing, quadratic equations, and slope. Emphasis is placed on algebraic vocabulary and problem solving.

Statistics Review Course
ABSE 122 reviews the basic concepts of data analysis and statistical computing for students preparing to take college statistics (SLAM). Students will learn weighted averages, distribution of data, interpretation of data graphs, counting strategies and probability. Emphasis is placed on developing basic statistics vocabulary and contextualized problem solving.
