Approval of Minutes

II. Ongoing Business

eLumen Update (Traynor). The eLumen team is continuing its health check. They found a number of courses with duplicate entries. When the health check is completed, Nancy will verify the integrity of all data and, once she approves, the data will be published and eLumen will be available. You may view CORs in the test site but not create or revise them. In the meantime, Nancy has created training videos. They can be accessed through eLumen and will be posted on the C&I website. If you run into any problems or have questions, please contact Nancy.

The role of C&I in promoting DEIA at GCC. There have been two DEIA-related events. On March 30, Francien, Julie Gamberg and Caroline Hallam hosted a discussion on “Choosing Texts and Materials through a DEIA Lens,” and on April 10, Francien and David Attyah led a discussion on “Decolonizing the Drawing Curriculum.” Please let Francien know if you would like to host or co-host a workshop, presentation, or discussion. 	Alexandra and Francien are developing the DEIA and Curriculum Intensive for summer 2023 (July 25-27). It will be an in-person event, focusing on how curriculum impacts student success and retention. Please email Francien or Alexandra if you have suggestions or questions.

III. New Business

	Articulation Update (Bershad). We are still waiting for the latest GE approvals. 

2023-2024 C&I Calendar. Francien went over the C&I schedule for academic year 2023-2024: submission deadlines, preliminary and tech review deadlines, and meeting dates. 
MSC (Calderone/Parypinski) to approve the Curriculum & Instruction Meeting Schedule 2023-2024 with two amendments: the September 13, 2023 meeting will be in person or hyflex; and the June 12, 2024 meeting will be virtual.

Center for Urban Education (CUE) (Evans). Alexandra discussed USC’s Center for Urban Education racial and equity tools, which could be used to review documents such course outlines, syllabi, etc. Please visit the website if you would like suggestions on how to make your CORs and syllabi more student-centered and equity-minded. (ACCJC Standard A.II.7)

Catalog changes to curriculum (Morris). Jolie outlined the catalog production schedule. Changes (units, title, description, etc.) to the catalog have to be submitted and approved by early spring for inclusion in the Addendum of the same calendar year and for publication in the catalog the following academic year. For example, changes submitted in early spring 2024 will be included in the Addendum of 2024 and in the catalog of 2025-2026. Jolie usually uploads the pdf versions by June following the spring submission.

Area C Meeting Takeaways. 
· The Academic Senate (ASCCC) and the Chancellor’s Office are revisiting the elimination of TOP codes and using only CIP codes, which are more discipline-specific. A resolution was passed at the Academic Senate with this recommendation. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]AB 811 (Fong) is going through the legislative committees. It would require the governing board of each community college district to establish policies for the repetition of credit courses (arts, humanities, foreign languages, and ESL) no less than 3 times, for which the student previously received a satisfactory grade. The bill would also require the policies “to include authorization for a student to repeat no less than 5 times a credit course for which the student previously received a grade indicating substandard work.”
· Workgroups for AB 928 (Intersegmental Transfer) AB 111 (Course Renumbering) will be meeting later this month.
