PREREQUISITES: MATH 102, 110 or equivalent (College Algebra and Trigonometry)

1. TESTs

a. There will be no make-ups for missed test. Under special circumstances a student may be allowed to take a test with another group.
b. There will be four one-hour tests and at the end of the semester an optional final exam. Two test are equivalent to the final. 

c. The only material is allowed during the test are your calculator and your blue book. On the first page of your bluebook you can write a summary of the theory and procedures

d. Graphing calculators, phones, notebooks etc will not be allowed on tests

2. QUIZZES: Every class will have a short quiz. It will be graded 0 to 4 points (1 point for a presence). During quizzes you may use any materials (textbooks or lecture notes), but do not discuss your work with other students. That is an individual work! 
3. HOMEWORKs and SI.

After each class you will have HW problems. The HW is due next class. Homework will be graded once a week 0 to 4 points. Working together with other students is permitted and encouraging. You will be provided with weekly Supplemental Instruction workshops. SI leaders and I will help you with any questions you may have. SI are held weekly MWF 12-1pm in CR136 
4. ATTENDANCE
