A. CATALOG COURSE DESCRIPTION

English 188 is a reading course designed for students who need to improve their basic skills. Various word attack skills are covered, including phonics, word analysis through the study of prefixes and word roots, and the use of context clues. Methods to improve comprehension are covered. Students are grouped into ability levels and organized into study sessions. There is extensive use of computer assisted instruction to drill vocabulary and to practice skills covered in class.

D. REQUIRED ASSIGNMENTS OUTSIDE OF CLASS

Over a 15-week presentation of the course, three hours per week are required for each unit of credit. Two hours of independent work done out of class are required for each hour of lecture. Students will be required to complete the following types of assignments outside of the regular class time: Study, solve problems, use the computer, read required materials, practice skills, answer questions, participate in activities related to course content and observe activities related to course content.

Read the Novel “The Alchemist” and write an essay explaining YOUR “Personal Legend” as referred to in the novel. It must be 500-750 words, typed, double-spaced, 12 pt. font. This option is worth 50 points and is due by end of week 15.

F. STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

Reading:  
Apply knowledge of textbook strategies to preview and scan texts for main ideas and details. Various word attack skills are covered, including phonics, word analysis through the study of prefixes and word roots, and the use of context clues. Methods to improve comprehension are covered, as well as vocabulary drills. 

Assessment Method:

Standardized pre and post test.

Reading:  

Score at a sixth-grade level on a standardized reading test.

Define and use at least 70 Greek or Latin roots and over 200 words based on those roots.

Apply phonics and syllabication rules in order to sound out English words. 

Discriminate between primary and subordinate statements in a paragraph. 

Assessment Method: 

A series of standardized common questions written by reading faculty either in a single quiz or embedded within a longer exam will be given.

Exit Level:  Reading 3; Writing 3, Listening/Speaking 4; Math 1
